Setting up a new Club/Society





Look into the feasibility of setting up your club/society…Do we have the facilities on campus, are there local facilities nearby, will there be enough students that are interested etc. 





Call into the Students’ Union to pick up the forms that you will need to get started.





The first form is a Signature Form and this should be filled in by at least 12 CURRENT students who are interested in joining the club/society. If you are setting up a sports club you must sign up at least a full squad (starting team plus subs).





The second form is a Proposal Form and this is where you sell us the merits of your new club/society. Your proposal form should tell us about your new club/society and how you foresee that it will run for the coming year. It might be a plan to include information such as:





- What your club would aim to do for the year. i.e. The type of activities that you will be doing,  do you want to secure a certain amount of members, compete in BUCS etc.


- Training/Meeting information i.e. What facilities will you need access to, how many times a week will you train/meet, will you require a coach etc.


- What can the SU do to help i.e. Will you need financial support to buy equipment, will you need administrative support in helping to organise friendlies or trips etc.





Once you’ve got your membership form signed by the required number of students and you’ve got your proposal form sorted, drop these back to CSU. Be enthusiastic...it helps!!





What happens next? These forms are then brought to our Executive and Finance Committees and if they are approved we will give you a starting grant of £150 to get your club/society up and running. Bargain!
